Do you think the author succeeded in conveying this to the 

reader? 

 

Anna reflects that, “The key to good management … was to give people space to do 

their job.” (Page 48) What do you think this means?  

 

On page 88, Anna begins to wonder if she made the right decision in hiring Madame Le 

Pig. What do you think and why? 

 

Ms. Fragranti tells Anna, “Look after your friends, darling, and your friends will look after 

you.” (Page 129) Do you agree? 

 

The characters in Hotel Flamingo, except for Anna, are all animals… but they behave like 

humans. This is called “anthropomorphism.” Why do you think author Alex Milway chose 

to write the book using this technique? Why do you think he made Anna a real person 

instead of an animal? 

 

Lots of children’s books have anthropomorphic animal characters. What are a few of 

your favorite books like this?
