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Discussion/Review Questions

1. Elly freaks out when she sees silly pictures of herself posted on one of her friends’ FacePlace page. Have you ever been embarrassed by photos of yourself, or passed around photos of someone else? What happened, and how did you react?
2. Elly and her friend often communicate by text messages. In a text message, words and phrases are shortened so they do not exceed 120 characters. Write a text message exchange of at least 10 messages between you and one of your friends and tell him/her about the book.
3. After Bianca interferes in Elly’s love life, Elly decides she no longer considers Bianca a friend. What are the events that lead up to this decision? Do you think Elly acted accordingly, or should other considerations have been made? Why or why not?
4. Without her mobile and computer, Elly begins to appreciate other forms of communication like photographs and written letters. Turn off your mobile and computer, and find a photo album. Locate a picture of a family vacation, holiday, or another occasion and write down your thoughts. You can write a story about the event, describe where you are and who you’re with, or write a poem or draw a picture to express the feelings evoked by this photo. (You must handwrite this – no typing!)
5. What would you do if you lost your mobile and computer for a week, or – even worse – a month? How might your life “fall apart” and what actions could you take to make sure you can still communicate and keep up with your social life, extracurricular activities and school assignments?
6. Compare and contrast Elly’s boyfriend Will with her new friend, Tenzin. Be sure to note physical appearance, outlook on life, family background, and interests. Do you think Tenzin could become Elly’s new boyfriend? Why or why not?
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
