TEACHER GUIDE

BEFORE READING:
(accessing prior knowledge, anticipatory set, making personal connections, and making predictions)
Study the cover of this book and guess what is going to happen in this story.

What does it mean to “snuggle-up?”  Who do you snuggle-up with and how does that feel?

Do you see a scarecrow?  Where will you find one?  How does it help farmers?

POST READING:
(reading comprehensive strategies of right there, think and search, and inferring from text questions)
Was your prediction or guess about what was going to happen in the story correct?  How was the story different?

Why did the animals want to come in the house and stay with the boy?

In the end, how many animals sought shelter from the cold?

Which is your favorite animal and why?

Name some unusual things that happened in the story.

If this story were real, what problems might happen in the boy’s house?

ACTIVITIES:

Choose your favorite page and find all the rhyming words on it.

Make stick puppets of each character and retell the story to someone who hasn’t heard it.

Think of another book that is like The Big Snuggle-up.  How are they alike and different?  (example:  The Napping House)
