BEFORE READING:

Ask: how many of you have a cat for a pet?

Allow children time to share some stories about their cats.

AFTER READING:

Flip through the story again showing the children the pages.
Choral read as you point to the words.

Flip through the pages again and ask children to describe what is happening in each scenario.  

Together think of some other events that might occur during a cat’s day outdoors.

Add to the book using these ideas.  
Children can write their own additions and illustrate.

ACTIVITY:

Create puppets out of paper bags or popsicle sticks using all of the characters in the book. Children can use these to retell the story and add to it.
