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TEACHER GUIDE

BEFORE READING:

Explain that this book tells about the Royal Bengal Tiger, the national animal of India.  This animal is an endangered species. 

Point out India and the Himalayas on a map.

Explain what a monk and monastery are.

Read aloud the last page of the book about the plight of the tiger.

Show the cover of the book.  Ask, “Do you notice anything odd about the tiger?”

POST READING:

Why was Dorje losing his stripes?

Why do people kill tigers?

Why was Dorje fearful of the monk s at first?

Discuss conservation status: critically endangered, endangered, and vulnerable.

Guide students in drawing a tiger face.

Use page 14 as an example.

Outline with black.  Use watercolors and oil pastels to color. 

Add large leaves in the background for the jungle.

Research and write a short report on the Royal Bengal Tiger.

Include size, color, life span, diet, habitat and status.

Draw a life size tiger (6 feet in length with a 3 foot tail) on butcher paper.  Hang on wall.  Help Dorje get back his stripes back by showing good character!
Cut black tiger stripes.
When a child sees another showing good character, he or she can use white chalk to write this on a stripe and glue it on. 

On your own:

Find out the national animal of our country.  What is its status?

Find other animals on the endangered species list.
